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PHILHELLENIC ICONOGRAPHY

The Greek War of Independence in 1821 raised the
compassion of many Western countries and resulted in
a movement of support towards the Greeks, known as The
Philhellenic Movement.

The war between the Greeks and their Ottoman
oppressors- was perceived by the Western world as the
struggle of Christianity against Islam and the struggle of
classical Greek civilization against barbarism. These
characteristics offered a variety of themes to the artists.
Moreover, they allowed the painters not only to represent
historical incidents but also to enrich their images with
religious and classical allusions. Philhellenic subjects gave
rise to a spectacular repertoire of images and themes that
were represented not only in paintings but also in objets d
art and objects of every day use, such as : platesvases,
candlesticks, boxes, statuettes, table-clocks, fans,
embroideries etc The Philhellenic works of art were very
important to the Greek War of Independence because
they favoured the popularization and dissemination of
the climate of support for the Greek Cause.
